A huge fire is possible on
radioactively contaminated territories
in the CEZ of up to 100 thousand
hectares with a stock of combustible
materials from 12 to 15 million m3.

Following the catastrophic fire of
2020, the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine approved the
Comprehensive Action Plan for the
Creation (Restoration) of a Fire
Safety System in the Exclusion Zone
and the Zone of Unconditional
(Mandatory) Resettlement for 2021-
2024 by its order No. 244-p dated 24
February 2021.

An automated fire detection
system that could determine
coordinates which also
transmitted information to the
russian state space corporation,
the thermal imaging system for
early fire detection («Duga»
facility), may have been damaged
by the occupiers and is not
operational and requires
confidentiality checks of
information transmission systems.
There is no alternative fire
detection system, and only 2 of
the 9 fire observation masts are
currently operational (in 2021,
there were 9).

A comprehensive system of territory
protection exists only on paper;
patrolling has a formal character in
the form of information boards and
explanatory work. The departmental
fire service is not funded. There is no
information on the fate of specialised
firefighting drones provided by the
OSCE and three firefighting drones
and 5 video surveillance cameras
provided by the US Forest Service
(installed on fire towers). The analysis
of the «Public Report on the
Performance of the State Agency of
Ukraine on Exclusion Zone
Management (SAUEZM) in 2023»
shows that the Reserve did not take
any measures to prepare for the fire
season and does not plan to do so.

«Pivnichna Puscha» is engaged
in the usual forest management
activities for financial gain,
conducting illegal and semi-legal
logging, the main purpose of
which is not to maintain the
barrier function, but to selectively
cut down the best wood.
However, «due to the mining of a
significant area of the exclusion
zone and the zone of
unconditional (mandatory)
resettlement of the State
Specialised Enterprise
«Pivnichna Pushchay, firefighting
measures were carried out in a
limited manner» (2023 Public
Report of the Head of SAUEZM).

The EBRD has provided €20
million for fire safety at the
CEZ and for an early warning
system. The first tender for
€1.1 million was for the
purchase of firefighting
equipment. The tender was
held, three fire trucks and one
shift truck were manufactured,
but the money was not paid,
and the equipment was not
delivered. At the same time,
«Pivnichna Pushcha» ordered
two Mitsubishi Pajero Sport
four-wheel drive off-road
vehicles for UAH 1.77 million
each in the most expensive
«Ultimate» configuration.

The SAUEZM does not ensure
compliance with fire safety in
forest ecosystems that perform
a barrier function.

Thus, the forest ecosystems of the CEZ
currently do not perform the main and most
important for people function of barrier -
accumulation and retention of radionuclides -
but have become a source of threat to
radiation safety in the Kyiv region and the
capital of Ukraine.

URBAN GREENING

Each settlement has a specific climate plan
designed to create protective plantations, whose
main function is to mitigate extreme temperature
fluctuations caused by climate change, save lives
and preserve health.

This also applies to protection from the effects of
shelling. This function can be effectively performed
only by specially designed protective plantations.

Protective plantations and green areas should
primarily serve as climatic refugia (shelters)
capable of preventing further soil compaction,
effectively intercepting precipitation and
transferring surface runoff to underground
runoff, forming underground water reserves,
and creating a comfortable microclimate.
